Science information is not permanent but tentative
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Fake news is not a recent problem. Archaeologists discovered that fake news existed
3000 years ago (2). The discovery shows that Pharaoh Ramses II was an expert in
‘fake news’ rather than a great warrior (2). Harold Szu commented that the science is
brittle , evolves just like evolution: the survival, the fittest (3). Scientific information is
not robust/permanent but fragile. In other words, science information might be
temporarily fake. Once the lay public misinterpreted such science information, it may
be hard to change their misinterpretations. It is extremely hard to classify fake news
since today's fake news might become true in the future. Contrarily, today's true news
might be false in the near future. All scientists must understand that scientific

information is not permanent but tentative as of today.
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
